     Honey and vinegar are great 

to use in their own right, as 

well as to make wonderful 

solvents to extract medicinal 

properties from herbs.  They 

also act as preservatives, 

though please be advised that 

honey is not recommended for 

babies under 1 year of age.  

Needless to say, there are 

some basics that should be 

learned before venturing into 

taking care of your familyõs ills 

with herbs, a tradition that 

used to be passed down 

through the generations.  I 

recently heard a doctor speak 

of his mother chasing him 

around the house to force him 

to inhale eucalyptus when he 

was showing signs of a cold.  

Now, even after his extensive 

medical training, he suggests it 

for his patients.   
     Knowing when it is best to 

òdo it yourselfó or seek medical 

help can be stressful, but with 

support to help establish guide-

lines, you can gain confidence 

in your decision-making;  and 

discover exactly how much salt 

to put in that gargling potion!

This is the time to 

plan on how you 

will move your son 

or daughter to 

their college cam-

pus.  Let the Expert 

Shipper, Diane, 

from Pony Mailbox 

offer suggestions. 

Household goods are not in-

sured, so take caution while 

packing: 

     * Bury the glass items in the 

middle of the box, nothing 

against the edges, or better yet, 

double box. 

     * No aerosol or flammable 

liquids. 

     * Electronics should be 

double boxed.  

     * Receivers, monitors and 

tvõs need to be bubble 

wrapped.  Electronics are not 

reimbursed if damaged in ship-

ping.  

     * Large boxes, (18x18x18) , 

should be filled to the brim and 

are dimensional weighed for 30 

pounds. 

     Vibration is your en-

emy.  Packages travel by 

rail and are handled many 
times.  Protect your 

goods against falling from 

shelves.  200 pounds or 

more to one location get 

a break from UPS. 

     Pony Mailbox also 

does òless than truck load 

freightó for when the 

cost of shipping by freight 

will be cheaper than UPS.  

Shipping freight easily accom-

modates many boxes as we 

place them on a pallet and 

shrink wrap them for protec-

tion. LTL freight can be deliv-

ered to a residential address.  

Assistance is available to move 

the boxes into the house as 

well.
